Night of Navy Cardstock: 4-1/4" x 11", scored at 5-1/2" |
Basic White Cardstock: 4" x 5-1/4" (2 pieces)
Floral Charm Paper, Pattern 1. 2-3/4" x 4"
Floral Charm Paper, Pattern 2: 2-1/2" x 4"

Fold the Night of Navy cardstock in half at the score
line. Adhere one of the 4" x 5-1/4" pieces of Basic
\W¥hite cardstock inside the card.

Adhere the Floral Charm Paper, Pattern 1, to the top of
the cardstock; adhere the Floral Charm Paper, Pattern
2 to the bottom of the card, leaving a 1/8" border all
around the papers.

Cut 18" of the Timid Tiger Ribbon and wrap around the -
front of the card, tying into a knot on the right side.

Run the other piece of 4" x 5-1/4" Basic White card-
stock through the Cut & Emboss Machine and from one end, die-cut the largest circle in the Stylish
Shapes Dies. Stamp the sentiment in the upper right corner using Night of Navy ink and set aside.

Stamp the large floral image onto the remainder of the Basic White cardstock using Black Memento
ink. Color in the flowers using the Petal Pink Blends and the Light Timid Tiger Blend. Color in the
leaves using the Dark Soft Sea Foam Blend and the Light Mossy Medow Blend.

Run the White cardstock through the Cut & Emboss Machine and die-cut using the coordinating
Charming Day Bundle Die. Adhere the die-cut floral image to the bottom of the circle sentiment tag
from Step #4, being careful to only apply glue where it is adhered to the circle.

Using Stampin' Dimensionals, adhere the circle to the card as shown in the sample to finish.
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
