Beautiful Gallery Designer Paper (165196; $12.50) * Paper Trimmer (152392; $28)
Basic Beige Cardstock (164511, $14) o Take Your Pick Tool (144107; $12)

Stampin' Dimensionals (104430; $4.25)
Multipurpose Liquid Glue (110755)

Pretty Peacock Ink Pad (150083; $9)

Card Measurements
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Basic Beige Cardstock: 4-1/4" x 11", scored at 5-1/2"
Basic Beige Cardstock: 3-3/4"x 5"

Beautiful Gallery Designer Paper: 1-1/2" x 1-1/2" (3)
Cloud Cover Cardstock: 2" x 4" (for die-cutting)

Fold the Basic Beige Cardstock in half at the 5-1/2"
score line to create your card base.

Adhere the 3 squares of Beautiful Gallery Designer
Paper in a row on the left side of the 3-3/4" x 5"
piece of Basic Beige cardstock.

Stamp the sentiment to the right of the papers using
Pretty Peacock ink.

Adhere the Basic Beige cardstock to the card base &;ﬂ’ "
using Stampin’ Dimensionals.

Run the Cloud Cover cardstock through the Cut & Emboss Machine and die-cut the floral image using
the Beautiful Motifs dies.

Adhere the die-cut flower to the front of the card using small dots of adhesive to finish.

Note: this card layout looks fabulous with any paper. If you're using a less detailed paper and you want to
add an extra element, cut out the squares using the Stylish Shapes Dies (ltem #159183) The border around the
squares will take your card up a notch!
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
